The meeting was called to order at 5:30 PM at the Town Office.

Additions/deletions to the Agenda:  Motion by L. Courcelle to add Rutland Regional Planning Commission to the agenda.  Seconded by G. Wells.  The Selectboard unanimously approved the motion.

Selectmen's Orders approved and signed.
Business
Rutland Regional Planning Commission – Ed Bove, Executive Director of the Rutland Regional Planning Commission thanked the Town of Mendon for supporting the RRPC.  Mr. Bove spoke of some of the grants the Town has received in the past and those that may be available in the future. The RRPC will help the Town in any way it can.  It will continue to host workshops and conferences.  He mentioned that if Town Officials were interested in attending Planning/Zoning seminars that we should contact Mary Kay at the RRPC office and let her know.  The RRPC will cover the cost of those trainings as part of the dues paid by the Town.  
Green Mountain Power Easement – The board phoned M. Khilkin at his request at his request so he could attend the meeting to listen and add any input regarding this issue.  N. Gondella indicated that Attorney Steve Cosgrove had reviewed the ROW agreement and felt it was a standard agreement which would protect with the added provision that GMP had to notify the Town before cutting/trimming any trees in the future.  In addition, GMP took out all language allowing underground lines in the future.  The board reviewed and discussed the terms of the easement.  M. Khilkin indicated that he would pay for the purchase and planting of low growing trees/bushes to replace the two trees that will need to be removed.  K. Carter from GMP will be replacing the current street lamp with an LED 80.  If the Town is not pleased with the amount of light this reflects, GMP can replace it with either a brighter or dimmer light.  G. Wells made a motion to approve the GMP easement which would replace pole 50-1 and connect it to pole 50-2.  R. Wilcox seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Financials – N. Gondella reviewed the financials with the Selectboard.  There are no concerns regarding the budget at this time.  The Selectboard will e-mail Nancy with questions or concerns.

a. Update – N. Gondella reported that the paperwork process was moving along smoothly.  Staff will continue to make this a top priority.



b. Line of Credit Extension – Mascoma Savings Bank – L. Courcelle made a motion to sign the Line of Credit Extension, extending the Line of Credit through December 29, 2016 with Mascoma Savings Bank at a rate of 1.25% interest.  The motion was seconded by G. Wells.  The motion passed unanimously.
Garage Improvement Project



a. Bond Paperwork – Nancy reviewed the bond paperwork with the board.  Items to be approved and signed include the Resolution and Certificate, Loan Agreement, Tax Certificate, General Obligation Bond IRC Section 148 and 265 Certification and 2016 Series 1 Loan – Commitment Memo.  L. Courcelle made motion to approve and accept the bond terms as presented and sign all necessary paperwork.  R. Wilcox seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.


b. Status Update – B. Ellis and P. Douglas update the board on the progress of the project.  P. Douglas reported that Rick Oberkirch, State of Vermont permit specialist will be sending a permit review letter indicating no State Permits are required.  Site work is coming along and will be complete within the next couple of weeks.  Structure plans will be ready in 2 -3 weeks and will take 5 – 6 weeks for fabrication upon approval of the plans.  The concrete blocks are coming in slowly.  
False Alarm Updates – P. Douglas presented information from two property who had been billed for fire calls, but felt they should not have been as they were not legitimate false alarms.  The Selectboard reviewed the information and agreed by consensus to waive the fees.  

Old Town Hall Update – R. Wilcox, chair of the Old Town Hall Committee reported that three meetings have been held with lots of discussion regarding possible uses for the building.  The committee has agreed that the best use at this time is as an Annex to the Town Office.  The space would be used for storage.  The Historical Society has agreed to spend $1500 for architect fees to study what needs to be done to preserve the building.
Wheelerville Culvert Bids – The Selectboard reviewed the bid analysis for Wheelerville Culvert #07-48.  The Lowest bid was received by Richard Reed & Son.  B. Ellis stated that he had checked the references for this bidder and found them to be satisfactory.  Discussion followed.  L. Courcelle made a motion to contract with Richard Reed & Son to install Wheelerville culvert 07-48 contingent upon receipt of all necessary insurance paperwork.  R. Wilcox seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  
Full Time Road Crew Position – Two applications were received for the full time position.  
Executive Session – L. Courcelle made a motion to go into executive session at 7:55 p.m. to discuss personnel.  The motion was seconded by G. Wells.  Motion passed unanimously.
The board came out of executive session at 8:18 p.m. R. Wilcox made a motion to hire Newt Jones for  the full time road crew position effective on 01/01/2016 at the rate of $15.50 per hour.  G. Wells seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

There being no further business, G. Wells moved to adjourn the Selectboard Meeting at 8:25 PM.  Motion seconded by R. Wilcox.  The Selectboard unanimously approved the motion.
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
